Board of Directors Meeting Minutes

Tuesday, October 11, 2016


Call to Order: by Vice President Katie Moser at 8:04 PM & Katie led us in prayer.

In attendance: Mike G., Katie M., Donna K., Todd O., Joe Wenzel, Joe Z., John C. & Deb T.

Treasurer’s Report:
Current balance is $20,308.94 with nothing outstanding.  Joe asked about a bill from CBM Building Materials for $83.88.  Donna confirmed this is spray paint used to mark the field.  Joe will pay the bill.

Sports Reports

Football: Donna turned in remaining registration monies, noted they have 3 hardship cases this year.  2 partials and 1 full, 1 full hardship is due to deceased parent.  Turned in $1,257.00 funds from spirit wear purchases.  Submitted invoice for homecoming t-shirts, noted that the bill of $1,000 was significantly more than expected.  Season is one of transition, a lot of young players this year.  Varsity team notched their 1st win for Homecoming.  Games were followed by pizza and wings at the Ashburner Inn.  The post-game event was planned/paid for by the parents.

Cheerleading: season is approximately half over.  Girls are enjoying themselves.  Turned in registration monies, plus monies collected for the purchase of shoes, bows, bodysuits.  These items were charged to the CYO debit card.

Soccer: no report, Chrissy V. not in attendance.

Softball: no report, Joe Worthington not in attendance

Volleyball: off-season

Track/X-Country: no report, Jim L. not in attendance

Basketball:  registration closed last night.  This season there is one 4th grade boys parish team, no 4th grade girls, two 5th-6th grade teams, twp 7th-8th grade teams, one 9th-10th and one 11th–12th.  Total registrations around 100, still a few open slots @ discretion of coaches.  Majority of checks are in hand with one hardship case.  Will not be allowed to play if registration is not paid.  Will provide Joe Z amounts for referee fees, will need those in a few weeks.  Clearances for all coaches should be up to date.  Awaiting a rental check of approximately $6,000.  Anticipating total income for program to be $12,000 before expenses.  Will be pricing new uniforms this year, will submit to Board for approval.
New Business
Joe Wenzel: is in his 6th season coaching basketball.  Is possibly interested in taking a Board seat.  Advised him the open positions are President, Facilities Officer & Development Officer.  He will consider and advise for next meeting.

Joe Z has suggested we have a table outside masses for CYO starting in January.  Would be able to recruit players better.  Should have registration forms, & tri-fold available to hand out.  Asked about whether we have a banner to put on the table.

Katie & Cecilia spoke to PREP parents last week (Sunday AM & Monday PM). Gave out 240 packets that included tri-fold, flyers and other information about what CYO offers.

Todd mentioned gym doors have been found open several times over the last few weeks.  We need to stress checking all doors when leaving at nights.  Unsecured door resulted in damaged interior door a few weeks ago.

Old Business:

Gym door repairs: quote provided by Chris Moser of $430 (door & closer).  Would need someone  to stain the wood door to match existing doors.  Joe Wenzel suggested we look at doing a metal door.  Would be lighter, less expensive and less likely to be damaged.
If we go the wood door route, suggest the Boy Scouts might be willing to stain it as a pack project.  

Gym walls need to be repainted.  Eric V. has a quote for this, will need to do dry lock to waterproof before repainting.  Follow up on this at next meeting.

Floor in back room, George B. to do new floor.  Believe he has already been paid for this.  Need to coordinate that being completed before basketball season.
